1) Apologies:   - N/A

2) Minutes of the last meeting (03.06.19)
Copies of the minutes of the last meeting had been distributed to members and there was one typo (item 3. Date of last meeting) but otherwise was agreed that they were a true record and signed.

3) Matters arising from the Minutes
a) Speed watch – Training session has been held. The Woodstock team will be out early next week.
b) Defibrillator – Dai hasn’t been able to check prices of the cabinets. It was agreed that the Clerk would check with ‘First Aid 4 Less’ if the cabinet she had found on their website was suitable.
c) Dwr Cymru Welsh Water – works have not commenced.
d) Wallis Pond/Free trees for the community/Pembrokeshire Enhancing Grant – no update.
e) Pothole at Woodstock Cross – The Clerk had received a response from Dorian Williams who was unable to find the pothole that had been reported and asked for a photograph or an exact location.
f) SLOW sign in Wallis –has been reported. Cllr Howlett agreed to chase this up. 
g) Hedge and verge trimming – works commenced beginning of July.  Some areas have been done, however the road to Woodstock Cross from Wallis is yet to be done.  

4) Highway Matters
Anne & Dai have received complaints regarding a van which is parked at Woodstock Cross Roads as it is blocking visibility.  Kevin knew the owner and agreed to ask him to move it or park it so that it doesn’t obstruct the visibility.
